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GRANT AID AVAILABLE FROM THE COUNTY

Financial Assistance

Funding is available from the county to provide financial assistance to members or units if required in specific circumstances. Contact ggnadmin@girlguidingnorfolk.org.uk with details of the situation and an explanation of the need.

For 2025 grant aid is available for 50% of the membership subscriptions payable by young leaders.

Guide Aid

This funding is available for young members who wish to attend a residential guiding event (including an international event) but are unable to do so without financial support. Members must be aged between their 7th and 16th birthdays at the time of the event. Applications must be made on the appropriate forms, which are available from the Girlguiding Norfolk County website.

Guide Aid Plus

This funding is available to adult leaders, rangers or young leaders who wish to attend a guiding event, either in the UK or abroad, but are unable to do so without financial support. Application forms are available from the website.

Guide Aid for Large Scale Events
This funding is available for young members who wish to attend a large scale event (defined by Girlguiding as an event with over 100 participants) in the UK or overseas but are unable to do so without financial support. Members must be aged between their 7th and 16th birthdays at the time of the event. Applications must be made on the appropriate forms, which are available from the Girlguiding Norfolk County website.

Guide Aid Plus for Large Scale Events

This funding is available to adult leaders, rangers or young leaders who wish to attend a large scale event (defined as above), either in the UK or overseas, but are unable to do so without financial support. Application forms are available from the website.

Grants for Queen’s Guide/Gold Duke of Edinburgh Award expeditions

A grant of £75 is available for a group undertaking an expedition for the Queen’s Guide or Gold Duke of Edinburgh Award. For Queen’s Guide, where Lead the Way Option 2 is chosen, this grant can be used towards the cost of gaining an outdoor adventurous activity qualification. Grants from the Elaine Clark-Taylor Training Fund

A grant is available for any adult member who wishes to attend a training event organized by an external body which is considered to be of benefit to the wider Guiding community in Norfolk. Applications should be made, on the appropriate form, to the county commissioner.
Leslie Swindells horticultural, arboricultural and floristry bursary

This is a bursary made possible by a legacy from the late Mrs Leslie Swindells. The funding is available for expenditure with a clear relevance to vocational study of horticulture, floristry or arboriculture and can cover items such as equipment, materials, course fees or travel for visits required as part of the course. Applicants should be aged between 16 and 30 years, and application forms are available via the Girlguiding Norfolk County website.
Rent Fund

This funding is available to help units which have to meet comparatively high bills for hall rent, for example because they have had a reduction in numbers since their budget was prepared or have to meet at a costly venue as there is no alternative in the area. Application forms for Rent Assistance are available from the website and need to be accompanied by additional documents including their latest budget, accounts and bank statement.

Training Grants for Leaders

A training grant of £20 is available for any adult member who wishes to attend an organised training event which her district or division commissioner considers to be of benefit to guiding in her unit or area.

Claim forms are available from the Girlguiding Norfolk County website and should be signed by the relevant commissioner before submission.

Training Grants for Rangers/Young Leaders
A training grant of £20 is available for rangers or young leaders who wish to attend a regional or national Girlguiding event.

Claim forms are available from the Girlguiding Norfolk County website and should be signed by the relevant district commissioner before submission.

Uniform Grants

Uniform grants are available from the county for new leaders, commissioners and county advisers. A grant of up to £20 is available to leaders in training and to those appointed as commissioners and county advisers to enable them to buy official guide uniform items. Claim forms are available via the Girlguiding Norfolk County website.
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
